Television has become so widespread that many British children now combine it with other
activities, including social networking online, looking from their laptop to the TV screen and
back again. Even if they are concentrating on the television, young people are now unwilling to
watch just one program, with boys in particular often switching between channels to keep up
with two programs at the same time. The survey, conducted by the market research agency
Childwise, will increase worries that childhood is increasingly about private space and sedentary
activities and less about play, social interaction or the child’s own imagination.
